THE SACRAMENT OF MARRIAGE

The foundation of the domestic church is the sacrament of marriage. It is therefore
important to reflect often on the mystery and calling of this sacrament. Also, our children
may be called to become spouses and parents, so it is important to help them understand
the type of love that is necessary in marriage and family life.
