Beginning last year our Church leadership accepted the baton handed on from one Pope to the 

next in the last few decades:  The family is the Domestic Church.  As the power of religion 

within the family structure diminished since the days of Vatican II, the family as well seemed to become a social 

value that was lost in the uproars of the 1960s, the increased divorce rate, the highly favored practice of birth 

control, the tragic loss of so many healthy lives to the increased use of abortion and the ultra-modern practice of 

same-sex marriage.                                                                                                                                                                

Finally some hearts and minds began to realize that the loss of the significance of the family structure in our 

society was bringing about a society that wandered, a community whose glue had dried up.    

 In Philadelphia there is already underway Part II of the Vatican effort to restore the place of the family among 

Catholics as well as others in our world.  For sure, the Catholic Church is determined to revitalize what had been 

“the primordial institution of humankind.  It is older than any society.  It is older than any state.” (Morgan, The 

Domestic Church, The Priest, October, 2015).  What has become obvious and finally recognized as a failure in 

contemporary society is the reality that “the family has a huge, vital and crucial role in our society.” (Morgan)    

The Supreme Knight led the Order of the Knights of Columbus upon a determined effort to rebuild the weakened 

structure of the family as the Domestic Church.  As I have said on a number of occasions, nothing can be more 

significant for each member of our Order that the effort to strengthen the impact of our faith within our families.  

  If we are honest, I believe, we will admit that the rush of society in our hectic world and the various attitudes 

that undermine the power of prayer have genuinely impacted the family life of many of our own families.  Even as 

a priest, I know that we have been subject to the temptations that undermine the times we used to spend in 

prayer together each day, especially in devotions outside the daily times for Mass.  Like our lay brothers and 

sisters, we have become so busy, so involved in a number of non-spiritual activities.    

 As the Congress for the Family begins its discussions and various presentations in Philadelphia in preparation for 

the final Synod of the Family to be conducted in Rome later in October, let us continue to rebuild our own 

Domestic Church beneath the roofs of our own homes and rectories!

Attendees at Junipero Serraôs Canonization Receive Essay on Saint by Supreme Knight 

 
 

Attendees of Father Junipero Serraôs canonization at the papal Mass in Washington on Wednesday each 
received a bilingual booklet with two essays on the new saint that explain Serra, dispel myths about him 
and correctly depict portions of California's history that are wrongly placed at his feet of the Spanish 
missionaries. 

The essays were authored by Supreme Knight Carl Anderson, and Capuchin Father Vincenzo Criscuolo, 
general relator of the Congregation for the Causes of Saints at the Vatican. Both essays were delivered 
as speeches at the May 2 event held at the Pontifical North American College and co-sponsored by the 
Pontifical Commission for Latin America and the Archdiocese of Los Angeles. The Knights of Columbus 
also supported the event, which Pope Francis concluded with a Mass and homily. 

The 30,000 booklets were printed in English and Spanish by the Knights of Columbus at the request of 
Cardinal Donald Wuerl of Washington and officials at the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops. 

Supreme Knight Andersonôs essay is titled ñOur Lady of Guadalupe, Mother and Guide of Fr Junípero 
Serra.ò In it, he notes that ñ[Serra,] a man devoted to the Blessed Mother, who in her New World image 
had distinctly Native rather than European features, was not surprisingly devoted to those whom he had 
left everything to serve ð the native peoples.ò ñHe saw them first and foremost as souls to be saved.ò 

In addition, his essay deals with misguided history regarding Spanish influence in the New World. 
Anderson writes: ñPrecisely because friars and the Spanish monarchy subjected their enterprises in New 
Spain to such a degree of introspection and moral clarity, other colonizing nations, who were much less 
introspective, and whose legacy regarding native peoples often showed a shocking disregard for them, 
seized upon these reports to blacken the name of Spain.ò 

In fact, Supreme Knight Andersonôs essay makes clear that the real, direct extermination of the native 
peoples of California occurred at the hands of Anglo Californians. 

ñGold did lead to the extermination of the native peoples in California, but it was not Spanish lust for it,ò 
writes Supreme Knight Anderson. ñIndependent of Mexico in 1848, Californiaôs Gold Rush of 1849 
helped usher in a new era of rule in California with the result that the native population collapsed. Not 
simply because of disease, but because of programs of extermination. Spain had banned slavery of the 
native people very early in its journey to the New World as fundamentally incompatible with its mission of 
evangelization and conversion. But California, now a state, óintroduced the indenturing of Indians to 
whitesô by early 1850. Indians were kidnapped, and Gregory Orfalea goes so far as to call the clearing of 
Indians from the gold mining areas ógenocide.ôò

Outdoor Mass Concludes Popeôs U.S. Trip & World Meeting of Families in Philadelphia  

 
Celeb rating an open -air Mass before hundreds of thousands of people lined along the Benjamin Franklin Parkway in 

Philadelphia, Pope Francis ended his six -day visit to the United States with a message of joy and hope for family 

life.  

The Mass, celebrated on the afternoon of Sunday, Sept. 27, marked the conclusion of the World Meeting of 

Families, which had been held in Philadelphia the previous six days. After Mass, the Holy Father met with event 

organizers and volunteers at the Philadelphia airport before depart ing for Rome to conclude his first apostolic trip 

to the United States.  

Delivering his Sunday Mass homily in Spanish, which was translated on jumbo screens placed along the parkway, 

Pope Francis said that the family is the foundation for society and the Ch urch.  

"That is why our families, our homes, are true domestic churches. They are the right place for faith to become life, 

and life to become faith," he said.  

Family life is built on daily acts of charity, sacrifice and ñlittle gestures,ò he added. 

"These little gestures are those we learn at home, in the family,ò the pope said. ñThey get lost amid all the other 

things we do, yet they do make each day different. They are the quiet things done by mothers and grandmothers, 

by fathers and grandfathers, by chil dren. They are little signs of tenderness, affection and compassion.ò 

The Knights of Columbus was a major sponsor of the closing Mass, printing 350,000 copies of the 24 -page Mass 

program that was distributed to the faithful, and providing 350 volunteers as  ushers, security personnel and 

Communion assistants.  

The altar, backdrop and other liturgical settings for the final papal Mass were designed by James Lenahan, a 

graduate of the Notre Dame School of Architecture, who is a member of Illini Council 2782 in Champaign, Ill.  

"The design is meant to reaffirm the family as a visible sign of God's presence and love. While no family is without 

challenges, a family rooted in God has great potential for love, joy, and fullness of life," Lenahan said. "It's very 

excit ing to think of a design I worked on being used by Pope Francis during his visit to the United States. It is a 

tremendous privilege to contribute to this great event for the Archdiocese of Philadelphia and our Holy Father. I'm 

grateful to all who have made  this opportunity possible."  

In his first day in Philadelphia, Pope Francis had three major meetings that introduced him to a wide range of 

people and places significant to Americaôs past, present and future. 
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In the morning of Sept. 26, he celebrated Mass with bishops and priests in the Cathedral Basilica of SS. Peter and 

Paul; in the afternoon, under the theme ñLet Freedom Ring,ò he met with immigrants at Independence Mall, and 

blessed the Cross of the Encuentros to affirm the Hispanic Catholic experience;  and in the evening, the Holy Father 

joined the Festival of Families at the Benjamin Franklin Parkway.  

Among those presenting stories about family life to the Holy Father at the Festival of Families was Rudy Gonzales, 

a Knights of Columbus member and past grand knight of Our Lady of Fatima Shrine Council 14622 in Lewiston, 

N.Y.  

Knights worked with event organizers in Washington, New York and Philadelphia for months to help offer the Holy 

Father a fitting welcome in each location. In total, more than 1,000 K nights are volunteering at events throughout 

the pope's visit, and the Order's financial support exceeds $3 million.  

Pope Francis was in Philadelphia to conclude the World Meeting of Families, which began earlier in the week at the 

Pennsylvania Convention Center with 17,500 registered participants from more than 100 countries. Throughout the 

week, the Knights of Columbus emblem was seen all around the city. Each of the registrants was given a clear -

plastic backpack which has both the World Meeting of Famili es' logo and the Knights of Columbus emblem, a sign 

of the Order's strong support of the six -day event.  

The World Meeting of Familiesô program featured four days of talks and keynote addresses by experts on Catholic 

family life, including more than a dozen  members of the Knights of Columbus, and an exhibit hall with hundreds of 

Catholic businesses and apostolates.  

The Supreme Council set up a number of displays in the exhibit hall, highlighting the benefits of membership and 

the Order's insurance program, a s well as K of C initiatives such as Building the Domestic Church, Fathers for 

Good, the Father McGivney Guild and youth and college programs. Also featured were displays for the Saint John 

Paul II National Shrine and the Pontifical John Paul II Institute for Studies on Marriage and Family, both sponsored 

by the Knights of Columbus.  

During the week, at the Philadelphia cathedral, the Order placed a relic of St. John Paul II for the faithful to 

venerate. The relic belongs to the permanent collection at the S aint John Paul II National Shrine.  

Supreme officers and directors have been present at many papal events. On Wednesday, Sept. 23, following a 

prayer service in St. Matthew's Cathedral in Washington, Supreme Knight Carl Anderson was among a group that 

greet ed Pope Francis in the cathedral hall. Anderson also met with the Holy Father on Friday in New York before 

the pope's address to the United Nations.  

At the Mass for canonization of St. Junípero Serra at the Basilica of the National Shrine of the Immaculate  

Conception, in Washington, D.C., the Order printed and distributed 30,000 copies of a booklet on St. Junípero, in 

English and Spanish, which includes an address given by Supreme Knight Anderson last May at a Rome conference 

titled " Fr Junípero Serra: Apos tle of California and Witness to Sanctity."  

Many Knights were able to get close -up looks at the Holy Father in his many public events. Ken Latham, state 

secretary for the Knights of Columbus New York State Council, and three other area Knights, were among the 

thousands who were chosen to line the tarmac as the pope landed Sept. 24 at John F. Kennedy International 

Airport.  

 "This is a big thrill, a big honor," Latham said. "To be this close to the Holy Father as he visits our great city for 

the first time is  extremely exciting."

What is Canonization? 

Canonization, generally speaking, is a  decree  regarding the 

public  ecclesiastical  veneration  of an  individual. Such veneration, however, may be 

permissive or preceptive, may be  universal  or local. If the  decree  contains a 

precept, and is  universal  in the sense that it binds the whole  Church, it is 

a decree  of  canonization ; if it only permits such  worship,  or if it binds 
under  precept, but not with regard to the whole  Church, it is a  decree  of 

beatification.  

I t is unlawful to pay to the  perso n known as  Blessed  (i.e. the  Beatus ,  Beatified), 

public  reverence  outside of the place for which the permission is granted, or to 

recite an office in his  honour , or to celebrate  Mass with prayers  referring to him, 

unless special  indult  be had; similarly, other methods of  honour  have 

been  interdicted. Canonization is a  precept  of the  Roman Pontiff  comma nding 
public  veneration  to be paid an  individual  by the  Universal  Church. To sum 

up,  beatification, in the present  discipline, differs from  canonization in this: that the 

former implies (1) a locally restricted, not a  universal, permission to  venerate, 

whi ch is (2) a mere permission, and no  precept; while  canonization implies 

a universal  precept.  

Canonization, therefore,  creates  a cultus which is  universal  and  obligatory . But in 
imposing this  obligation  the pope  may, and does, use one of two methods, each 

constituting a new  species  of  canonization, i.e.  formal 

canonization  and  equival ent  canonization.  Formal  canonization occurs when the 

cultus is prescribed as an explicit and  definitive  decision, after due judicial process 

and the  ceremonies  usual in such cases.  Equivalent  canonization occurs when 

the  pope , omitting the judicial process and the  ceremonies,  orders  some servant 
of  God  to be venerated  in the  Univers al Church.
